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Legislative Report 

 
Federal agency unveils action plan for motorcycle safety.  
  
 The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) has unveiled a new motorcycle 
safety initiative built on an “action plan” designed to guide the federal agency’s policy over the coming 
years.  
 The federal plan, unveiled November 2, was accompanied by a television public-service 
announcement featuring Secretary of Transportation Mary Peters, herself a rider, relating her experience 
with a motorcycle crash that left her with a broken collarbone (See the TV spot at the NHTSA website.) 
The accompanying action plan calls for a focus on six areas: 
   
  1-Evaluating the results of the first comprehensive study into the causes of motorcycle  
  crashes in more than 25 years, a study that has now received full financial support from the 
  federal government and the motorcycle industry following year of work by the AMA.  
  2-Developing new national standards for entry-level motorcycle rider training that are  
  expected to set a baseline for programs in all states.  
  3-Amending the federal motorcycle-helmet standard to address problems for false helmet-
  certification claims.  
  4-Distributing a brochure designed to offer guidance for highway officials and engineers  
  looking to design, construct and maintain roadways for increased motorcycle safety.

  5-Creating a training program designed to educated police on enforcement efforts to reduce 
  motorcycle crashes. 
  6-Marketing a “Share the Road” campaign kit for use by states, local communities and  
  motorcycle organizations.  
 
 “We’re encouraged that NHTSA officials have adopted a more comprehensive approach to the issue 
of motorcycle safety,” said Ed Moreland, AMA Vice President for government relation, “and we certainly 
agree with the emphasis on the new study of motorcycle crashes, which will be getting under way in the 
next few months. Like the last such study, which was completed in 1980, we think this research has real 
potential to help riders be safer on the road.” 
 “We are still evaluating what amounts to a major new initiative by this federal agency regarding 
motorcycle safety,” Moreland added, “and we hope that NHTSA officials will maintain a dialogue with the 
motorcycling community as they proceed with elements of this action plan, to make sure we are working 
together toward common goals we can all support.” 
 
 
 
 The Motorcycle Riders Foundation is holding a press conference in the Cannon House Office 
Building on Capitol Hill, Washington DC.  The purpose of this press event is to make the public aware of 
the recent activities by the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) concerning Motorcycle Safety.  
 The NTSB recently made recommendations for motorcycles based on a meeting held in 
Washington, DC. The NTSB has investigated just 6 actual motorcycle accidents in the 40 year history. A 
wide divide from the 134,000 other accidents they have investigated over the same period of time.  
 Because of the high standards the NTSB has held itself to over its lengthy history; most of the 
recommendations made are perceived as the best foot forward.  This is in part because of the intense 
investigation, rigorous study and perfectionists’ mind set maintained by the NTSB. The motorcyclists of 
America deserve that same attention.  
 Of the seven recommendations made by the NTSB, three call for the states that do not have 
mandatory helmet laws for all motorcyclists to enact them. The MRF finds this troubling considering that 
according to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) two of the three states with the 
biggest increases in motorcycle fatalities had mandatory helmet laws and top three states with the largest 
decrease in motorcycle fatalities did not have mandatory helmet laws. (Source: NHTSA traffic safety facts 
August 2007) 
 The MRF, incorporated in 1987, is the only Washington voice devoted exclusively to the rights and 
safety concerns of highway motorcyclists.  We are the advocate in the nation’s capitol for the on-road 
motorcyclists’ rights in America.  
 The Motorcycle Riders Foundation is working with Congress to ask the NTSB to reconsider the 
recommendations based on lack of investigation and study.
